Re: Summary of Events – January 2010 / General Notes 
 

This is a general summary of events for the month of January: 
 
Item 1: Criminal Activity (Parking Lot Robbery) – Detectives were able to close the robbery case at 
the Jewel Food Store (123 W. Liberty St) with an arrest of a local man after the victim was able to 
identify the offender in a line-up.  Robert Hubbard, aged 43 of Fox Lake was charged with one 
count of felony robbery; he is implicated and charged with additional robberies in Kildeer, 
Lincolnshire, and Lake Villa.  He is held on $250,000.00 bond. 
 
Also, the suspect in the home invasion from last month has recovered from his injuries and is in 
custody at Lake County Jail.  Jeffrey Sielk of Wauconda is being held on $1,000,000.00 bail. 
 
Item 2: Strategic Initiatives – The Public Safety Committee, under the direction of Trustee Knight, 
has completed its work and has tendered five tasks for me to complete as well as set a vision for 
the Department to attain in the next five years.  You will be seeing more on the tasks and initiatives 
at your next strategic planning session. 
 
Item 3: Cleaning Crew – I thought I would take a moment to recognize the cleaning crew of Jackie, 
Nancy, and Kathy who keep our facility in good shape.  Keeping up with a 24 hour operation in a 
small building can be daunting; we sometimes take these services for granted so I wanted to 
acknowledge their great work.  They put in a total 25 to 30 hours each week, all of which adds to 
the moral and pride of the Department.

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Item 4: New Jail Cameras – The jails and 
booking area have new cameras installed.  
These cameras are tied into the 
communcations center and are intended to 
monitor the activities of those persons who are 
in custody and awaiting bail as well as monitor 
the safety of the officers while they are 
processing arrested persons in the booking 
room. 
 
The cameras were secured as a part of a 
Homeland Security grant award and have 
highly effective, color, night vision lenses. 
 
Additional cameras will be installed 
in other parts of the building and on 
the outside of the police facility for 
security purposes. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Item 5: Bilingual Parents Club –  On Thursday, January 28th, Telecommunicator Allejandra 
Guerrero and I visited the Bilingual Parents Club of School District 118.  Forty parents gathered to 
hear a presentation made by Tracy Fessler, Public Works Administrative Assistant, who talked 
about the coming Census 2010 Project and the importance of registering.  Officer Guerrero and I 
presented basic information about police services and how important communications are to me. 
 
The hostess was Ms Sandy Moran, who is part of the Curriculum Department staff.  Ms. Moran 
coordinates the bilingual and English Language Learner (ELL) Program.  Primary concerns 
from the Hispanic community included the red light cameras and the perception that Hispanics 
are "targeted" by police.   
 
Item 6: Narcotics Arrest – On January 21,  Officer Sean Lewakowski stopped a Green Ford 
Explorer in the area of Bonner Rd. and Larkdale Row for a traffic violation. The driver, David 
Reichenbach (Wauconda) was taken into custody for driving on a suspended license; however 
during the stop Lewakowski had cause to search of the vehicle, which revealed 40 individually 
wrapped rocks of crack Cocaine.  Derrick Williams (Chicago) told Lewakowski that he intended 
to sell the crack in the McHenry area. Charges were levied against both for Unlawful Delivery 
of Controlled Substance (Class X Felony), Unlawful Possession of Controlled Substance 
(Class 1 Felony), and Possession of Cannabis (Class B Misdemeanor).  The vehicle is being 
seized.
