Re: Summary of Events – April 2010 General Notes / Arrests & Incident Summaries 
 

This is a general summary of events for the month of APRIL: 
 
Item 1: Community Involvement – Sergeant John Combs performed a canine demonstration at Robert Crown School for 
the benefit of selected students on Friday, April 30th and a drug search at Grant High School (Fox Lake) on April 20th. 
 
Mayor Knigge was accompanied by Sergeant Ted Hennessey, Commander John Thibault and me during the annual 
“Muffins for Moms” breakfast program at Wauconda Elementary School.  Over 100 moms and kids were served 
breakfast by the “men of the community”. 
 
Public Works and Police are collaborating on a traffic issue at 
Larkdale and  the Robert Crown Crosswalk.  Residents complain that 
traffic is heavy and fast and that drivers are parking in violation of 
crosswalks.  Extra patrols have been ordered.

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Item 2: Radar Speed Detection Trailer – The trailer has arrived; I will be demonstrating it to the Wauconda Rotary Club 
on May 5. 
 
Item 3: State Training Board – I have been apponted to the Executive Board for the Northeast Region of the State 
Training Board. 
 
Item 4: Seat Belt Enforcement – With grant funding supplied by Illinois Department of Transportation, the Wauconda 
Police Department will be assigning extra patrols from May 14 through May 29 to strictly enforce all occupant protection 
laws.  As the Memorial Day holiday is the start of summer vacation for many motorists, the Wauconda Police 
Department is committed to keeping all motorists as safe as possible.  During this time officers will utilize both roving and 
stationary patrols to look for violations of occupant protection laws.  
 
All front seat passengers and passengers under 18 are required to wear a seat belt.  Any child passenger under the age 
of 8 is required to be properly secured in a child restraint device. 
 
Item 5: Code Enforcement Report – I-COP Sector Officers have been increasingly diligent to monitor, alert residents and 
businesses and enforce if needed the number of code violations.  While I had hoped to provide a detaiiled report on their 
progress and activity, the County Computer Aided Dispatrch program that we lease from the County could not capture 
all of the data for April.  That has been fized recently and a full report will be out next month, however a global look at the 
code enforcement efforts indicates an average of 3 actions are taken daily, with over 96 actions taken since March 31. 
 
Item 6: Tobacco Enforcement Grant – The Village has been awarded $1430.00 to educate tobacco retailers and enforce 
the local and state tobacco laws, commencing this fall.
