My intention is to work with the
FOP (who currently does their own version of the Program and with
the Fire Department if they are so inclined and develop a robust and
meaningful program for the Wauconda area youth. | am grateful to
Sergeants Hennessy and Bender as well as Officers Bognar,
Lewakowski and Nowak for their enthusiasm and energy with the
children.

| am also impressed
with Officer Caroselli
and Officer Welton-
Kolar for their work in procuring and boxing
presents for the FOP Children’s’ Program this
year. For 2010 my hope is to merge the two
programs into one.

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Recognition of Officer Sean Lewakowski — Officer Lewakowski was honored by
and for his work with the Lake County Metropolitan Enforcement Group, which
handles all coordinated narcotics enforcement in the county. Officer
Lewakowski was honored for “...having been of tremendous assistance to
Lake County MEG. Through Sean's hard work and skill as a police officer
he has been able to develop a number of informants for Lake County MEG
which have provided information on drug activity throughout Wauconda &
Lake County.” His hard work and dedication has been obvious to all and
brings great credit to both the Department and the Village.

Recognition of Telecommunicator Patty Holland — Telecommunications Officer
Patty Holland marked ten years with the Village at the Police Department. She
is a Dayshift Communications Officers and has served the community diligently
since 1999. Her hard work and dedication has been a model for others and
brings credit to the Communications Section and Department.

Covert Operation Drug Arrest — During November and December 2009, the

Lake County Metropolitan Enforcement Group and the Wauconda Police Department conducted a
cooperative drug investigation involving Isidrio Rosilles-Arreola, 35, of Wauconda, Illinois. On
December 2, 2009, Lake County MEG agents learned Rosilles-Arreola was going to deliver a large
amount of cocaine in the parking lot of 429 Liberty Street, Wauconda. At approximately 7:15 p.m.,
Rosilles-Arreola was arrested after he delivered nearly 5 ounces of powder cocaine to an
undercover officer. Rosilles-Arreola was apprehended after a brief struggle along with Joseph
Scaravilli, MW, 50, and Steven C. Walters, M/W, 44, both of Wauconda. Scaravilli was
apprehended as he acted as a lookout and Walters was apprehended as he acted as protection for
the deal.

All suspects were charged with Unlawful Delivery of a Controlled Substance within 1000 feet of a
School and Unlawful Possession of a Controlled Substance. In addition, Rosilles-Arreola was
charged with Resisting Arrest.

Police Department Meeting — On December 4, | conducted a morning meeting with the entire
Department (excepting the dispatchers on duty) and presented the new Code Enforcement
Program that we will be conducting as well as a second new venture that is being launched to
provide a method whereby residents can get to know “their neighborhood Police Officer”.

The program is appropriately named “Intra-Community Oriented Patrols” or I-COP. The program is
simple and straightforward — a police officer will be assigned to a small geographic area of the
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Village (about 8 to 10 short streets) and will be responsible to meet and understand the needs of
the residents in the neighborhood through one-on-one visits, letters, group meetings, etc.

The Police Officer will get to know the neighbors and they will get to know him, which in turn will
create a solid communication process that together will keep the neighborhood free of crime and
factors that attract crime.

Finally, | also presented the results of the Satisfaction Survey and one-on-one conferences that |
conducted throughout October and November as well as unveiling my personal goals to be
attained over the next 6 months. | am looking forward to sharing those with the Board in the near
future at its convenience.

Some Miscellaneous Notes:

Teen Court — Look for a 4-part series on Teen Court sometime after the first of the year. Stephanie
Lehman of the Journal will begin her series on the Lake County Teen Court, which is a peer-driven
initiative through NICASA and local participating police departments in Lake County. Wauconda
Police Officer Heather Caroselli as well as several Wauconda HS students will be featured.

Letters of Commendation — Attached please find letters from the Wauconda area public and the
Mayor complimenting officers for work performed recently. | post these on a bulletin board for all to
see.

Rotary Club — I will be meeting members of the Rotary Club and will be discussing my vision for the
Department. | will also be thanking them for the donation to the Village for the purchase of the
Speed Message Radar Traller.

Tobacco Enforcement Courtesy Meeting — As you know, on November 24th, 2009 members of the
Police Department conducted an action to determine which business(es) were in compliance with
the Village tobacco ordinance and its prohibition against selling tobacco to a minor.

Three businesses that were in violation of the Ordinance are being asked to attend a meeting with
the Mayor and me so that the Village can receive assurances that future violations will not happen
again and to allow the businesses to explain how they have corrected the problem. While this is
not a hearing, nor is it the Village’s intention to levy a penalty against the business, it is a strong
message that it being sent to the business owner or manager to remind him/her of how serious the
Board is about the Ordinance.

My secretary is scheduling the meeting for this week.
