Re: Summary of Events – December 2009 / General Notes 
 

This is a general summary of events for the month of December: 
 
Item 1: Criminal Activity (Home Invasion) – As you know, the Police Department is investigating a 
home invasion where two offenders were shot by the homeowner.  As the investigation continues, 
we are learning more about the events leading up to the incident.  I am convinced that this crime is 
singular and will result in action being taken by the State’s Attorney’s office, either through a grand 
jury or direct indictment.  In the meantime, I want to commend the efforts of the Wauconda Police 
personnel who took the initial calls from neighbors, dispatched police and fire personnel, responded 
to the scene to assess the incident properly, and who conducted an exhaustive investigation.  The 
following is a list of thosse Police personnel:

The preparatory work is completed, personnel are being trained, 
and the Program metrics are in place to measure the effectiveness of the officers in the 
neighborhoods.

Item 4: Liquor Ordinance Violations (Sales to Minors) – A recent 
undercover operation revealed that three liquor service establishments 
sold an alcoholic beverage to minors in Wauconda.  The program, similar 
to the tobaacco enforcement program, used two minors (under 21) who 
attempted to purchase alcoholic beverages from stores and restaurants 
and were ready to present their identification if asked.  Businesses that
