Re: Mid-Month Report — May

A summary of the previous two weeks from my perspective includes:

Item 1: Alcohol Compliance Checks — The Police Department checked liquor retail sales points for
compliance (all package / over the counter retailers), based on the probability that underage drinkers may
attempt to purchase liquor or beer at those locations for a high school Prom event — all were checed multiple
times and all were in compliance. Retailers that passed were:

Item 2: Project Shutter Safe —Wauconda Police have
taken the lead in an important crime prevention tactic that
will have a positive effect throughout Lake County. The
Lake County Board-Up Association desired to collaborate
with the Lake County Chiefs of Police to identify homes that
are abandoned and hazardous offered to shutter the
homes at no-charge.

Since Wauconda Police have already taken advantage of
the service (most recently May 12‘“) the Association
president and | brought our collaborative success to the
members of the Lake County Chiefs. The members have
already reached out for the Association which has now
done work for Police Departments in Gurnee, Round Lake Beach, Round Lake Park, and Winthrop Harbor,

Item 3: Memorial Day Parade — The Wauconda American Legion will be conducting the Memorial Day Parade on
May 31, 2010 at 10:00 AM. The parade starts at the Wauconda Park District and travels a route to the Memorial
Park. Permits were issued today.



Item 4: Seat Belt Enforcement — The "Click it or Ticket" project is in operation again throughout Lake County. The
Department will be the vigilant to conduct daily safety belt checks throughout the Village. Through May 31,
uniformed patrol officers, operating marked squads, will be posted at designated intersections. Vehicle drivers and
occupants not wearing their seat belts will be ticketed. lllinois enjoys a state-wide compliance rate of over 91%.
In Lake County the compliance rate is 95%.

Item 5: Automated Enforcement Report (April) -

Item 6: New Police Patch — A committee of 3 police officers and 2 civilians devoted hours of research and
discussion to the creation of a new police patch for the uniform. This new patch the history of the Department in the
form of the icon now known as the CAC, which as you know was the former site of the Department and the Village
Hall. On the patch is a thick blue horizontal line which represents both Bangs Lake and the icon for law and order.
The patch also carries the inception date of the Department.

The patch is a symbol of change for the Department and represents both the past and the future of contemporary
police service in Wauconda; it will be worn on the uniforms this spring. The former patch will be retired with honor.

Item 7: Speed Trailer and Marine Team — The trailer has been deployed on Larkdale Avenue for 5 days and is
now on Garland Avenue. To date, nine people have requested the trailer for their neighborhoods (visit
www.waucondapolice.com to make the request). Here is a sample report from a location outside of the Police
Department:
