RE:  Final Report of General Activities – Month of December 2010 
 
 
Personnel Update  – After being off for over a year, Officer Jim McClain is 
fully recovered and back to patrol duties.  Officer McClain was severely 
injured as a result of being struck by an out-of-control car during an ice 
storm on December 3, 2009.  He will be riding with a Patrol Sergeant for five 
days to acquaint him with any changes in procedures and tactics during his 
absence. 
 
Grants Activity  – No new activity for the month of December.  The contract 
for service was extended by the vendor.  Originally it was to run from 
October 1, 2010 thru September 30, 2011 and will now be extended through 
December 31, 2011 as a courtesy.  An amended contract will be 
forthcoming and presented at a future COW for approval. 
 
Code Enforcement  – A total of 75 code-enforcement reports, most with 
multiple actions, were taken by police officers for the month of December.  
Additionally, the top three officers who took code-enforcement actions were Sergeant Tom Bender (125 
actions), Officer Tom Robertson (80 actions) and Sergeant Tony Jacobsen (59 actions).

Search Warrant – On December 22, Lake County MEG (Lewakowski and other agents) with the 
assistance of Mundelein and other Wauconda PD officers executed a Search Warrant in the 600 block of 
Clover Rd.  Recovered was 145 grams of cannabis, 2.2 grams of cocaine, and numerous items of 
cannabis and cocaine drug paraphernalia.  Also seized were approximately $750.00 USC and a 2005
