RE:  Final Report of General Activities – Month of January 2011 
 
 
 
Grants Activity  – The grant writers and I are actively pursuing the funding for one fully equipped police 
vehicle – the grant period ends February 28 and we believe that because we have not ordered cars in two 
years and because the cars that are to be replaced have close to or over 100,000 miles that the Village 
should qualify for at least one car.  Also, the in-car video systems have been ordered, with 75% paid for 
by the grant from the Criminal Justice Authority. 
 
Code Enforcement  – Over 135 code-enforcement reports, most with multiple actions, were taken by 
police officers for the month of January.  The full report is a separate document that has been emailed to 
you already. 
 
Communications Center  – The next step in the project is to identify an architect to assist in the proper 
design and installation of support equipment (heating, ventilation, and lighting) and to select qualified 
contractors to install the needed support equipment and masonry.  I will have a document ready for the 
Board to consider by March 8, 2011. 
 
Community Programs  – I met with a coordinator from the College of Lake 
County to discuss their internship program and how it may benefit the 
Village.  I also attended the Wauconda Elementary “Science Night” with 
Officer Heather Caroselli (photo right).  Together, along with two other school 
volunteers, we demonstrated fingerprint recovery techniques, portable 
breath test operations, and the science behind police traffic radar.
