RE:  General Activities – Month of May 2011 
 
Grant Update –  The Department grant writers have completed two grant submissions 
for personnel and for radio equipment.  The first grant does not commit the Village to 
hiring; rather, it gets the Village into a queue should funds become available.  Without 
indicating that it may be interested the Village would not be able to access the grant.  In 
the second grant, funds to replace the older base station radios with newer “narrow-
band spectrum” radios has been requested.  The grant is for 50% of actual cost; the 
Village must comply with a mandatory FCC requirement to replace the radios by 2013.  
 
Community Outreach: Muffins with 
Mom – Each year since 2010, the 
Department sends police employees to 
Wauconda Elementary School to serve 
breakfast to mothers and children prior 
to the start of school for that day.  On 
May 10, six police employees dished out 
fruit, muffins, and a hot egg casserole to 
over 250 people. 
 
Narcotics and Gang Enforcement 
Report –  The County Drug Unit (M.E.G.) 
made 25 arrests in May.  Four of the 
arrests were in Wauconda as a result of four investigations opened by the Wauconda 
Police Officer assigned to M.E.G. 
 



 
 
 
Community Outreach: Messiah 
Lutheran –  On May 17th, the 
Department was invited to visit the 
school and in so doing brought along 
two vehicles and the Canine Team to 
show the “friendlier side” of police work.  
Later in the week, a tour of the 
Department was conducted for the 
benefit of the students. 
 
Special Events Update –  To date 20 
special event permits have either been 
issued or requested. 
 
Buoys and Boat Inspections –  Buoys 
were deployed on time again this year 
and over 65 boat inspections were 
conducted.  The recent high water 
didn’t dampen local boaters from 
enjoying their craft, even if it wasn’t 
allowed to navigate.

911 Center Update – Three qualified bids for technology and three qualified bids for 
furniture were received and opened at the bid-opening on May 27.  The bids are now 
being carefully examined and prepared for a discussion at the Committee of the Whole 
on June 28.  The financing for the project is also being prepared and will be ready for a 



portrayal on that date.  Finally, the permit for the work has been issued and the 
contractors are awaiting instructions to commence their work.  The C.O.W. will also 
hear the proposed prices for the remodeling of the basement and other spaces. 
 
9/11 Memorial Car –  to date the funds that have been donated to the project are 
$4,663.00, which also includes over $600.00 donated by members of the Department.  
The invoices total $6,342.00.  Donations are still being accepted; many pledges are 
unfilled. 
 
Monthly Training Report –  The Department routinely send personnel to training based 
on their skills and needs.  For May:

Crises Negotiations 
1 officer 32 hours technical training 
1 officer 8 hours legal training 
 
Bike Refresher 
2 officers 16 hours technical training 
 
Active Shooter for Public Safety Communications 
2 Telecommunicators 16 hours technical training 
 
Additionally, Officers Musser and Gallivan attended a 40 hour Gang Enforcement Skills 
class at Lake in the Hills Police Department. This course is certified by the Illinois Law 
Enforcement Training Standards Board and is specifically designed for officers that 
investigate and suppress gang-related actives that impact local communities.  Among 
the topics were: 
 

-  African-American gangs such as the Black gangster Disciples and Vice Lords 
-  Hispanic-American gangs such as the Latin Kings and 26ers 



-  White ethnic gangs such as the Popes and Gaylord’s 
-  Gang prevention strategies 
-  Constitutional issues and gang-specific statutes 
-  Technology in combating gang activity  
-  Developing inter-agency cooperation  

 
Migration of gangs from Chicago to the suburbs, which we all know has affected every 
community, was the primary topic.  The Village benefits from this course in that these 
officers now have a working knowledge on the identification of gangs and their 
members.  Also, through inter-agency cooperation as members of the Lake County 
Gang Force, the Department benefits from the assistance of other local law 
enforcement agencies with their assistance at events such as WaucondaFest. 
 
Kudos from the Detective Unit –  On May 12th, Round 
Lake Police needed to serve a search warrant in the 100 
block of West Church Street as a result of an on-going 
investigation into robbery suspects.  Telecommunicator 
Nick Weglarek, upon hearing that the residence was a 
target of this investigation offered to provide a diagram of 
the residence.  T/C Weglarek advised that he had grown 
up next door to this residence and was very familiar with 
the interior of the residence.  Detectives knocked on 
Weglarek’s home at around 1 PM and woke him up (he is 
assigned to midnight shift).  Weglarek completed the hand 
drawn diagram without hesitation or complaint.  As a 
result, this diagram was used to assist in the execution of 
the search warrant, and was spot-on, leading to a 
successful warrant service.
